7. Notify coach of any scheduling conflicts in advance.

8. Talk to coach when needed.

9. Be a positive representative of the Egg Harbor Township Program at all times.

C. Role of parents

1. Be a fan of everyone on the team.

4. Be supportive of your child.

5. Conduct yourselves like role models on game days.
