Owl Pellet Dissection
1. Assignment: choose one photo of a bird of prey from our video, and create an acrostic name poem.  All name poems must include facts about the bird of prey, as well as a drawing of it. (See example on webpage.) 
2. When you are done, save it in YOUR HDRIVE!!!
3. If you need help with Bird of Prey information, look on Miss Hunt’s webpage under “Alphabet Book” to find several web sites with information.  

4. When you are finished, go to Miss Hunt’s Barn Owl site.
5. Click on Virtual Owl Pellet Dissection!
6. In the new box, choose the tab, “Pellet Information”
7. Review the first three tabs:

a. What is a Pellet?

b. How do they form?

c. What is inside?

8. Answer the following questions on a Word document and save it in your hdrive:
a. Why do owls eat their food whole?

b. What types of animals are typical prey for owls?

c. What happens to the parts of the prey the owl cannot digest?

d. What does the owl do with the owl pellet?

e. What is contained inside the owl pellet?

9. Close the box.  This takes you back to the main page. 
10. This time, choose “Pellet Directions”
11. Quickly read through this.  It explains how to use the virtual dissection.
12. When you get back to the original screen, choose “Virtual Owl Pellet”.
13. I would suggest that you click on the “labels on” button because it tells you the names of all the bone parts as you are constructing your skeleton.  I would also suggest NOT turning on the “bone chart on” button.  You don’t need it!
14. Have fun dissecting your first owl pellet!

15. If you have time, looks at “owl2”, an animated slideshow.
